Courtesy runner must be the person
who made the last previous out or someone who has not yet entered the game-re-entry.

No grace period-all games will be on time.

The casual profanity rule will be enforced.

Umpire’s decision is final-no protests.

Home team determined by flip of a coin.

No metal spikes will be allowed.

No refund-payment of entrance fee confirms understanding of the rules.
